A RESOLUTION GRANTING A RAFFLE LICENSE TO FOLSOM ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION TO BENEFIT THE SOFTBALL AND BASEBALL PROGRAMS

WHEREAS, the Folsom Athletic Association has applied for a license to conduct an on premise raffle to be held on June 5, 2020.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Council of the Borough of Folsom, that

1. The following facts are hereby found and determined:

a) The Applicant is qualified.

b) The members designed to conduct the games are active members.

c) The members designated to conduct the games are of good moral character and have never been convicted of a crime.

d) The raffle will be conducted according to the Raffle Licensing Law and the Rules of Legalized Games of Chance Control Commission.

e) The entire proceeds are to be disposed of for a purpose permitted by the Raffles Licensing Law.

f) There is satisfactory proof that no payment will be made for conducting the raffle or assisting therein except to the extent allowed by the law.

g) There is satisfactory proof that the prizes are of the nature and amount allowed by the Raffles Licensing Law.

h) The rental to be paid for equipment does conform to the schedule of authorized rental prescribed by the Rules of the Control Commission.

2. The Council is hereby authorized and directed to execute and deliver the proper certificates of the aforesaid Findings and Determinations in the Form prescribed and specified by the Legalized Games of Chance Control Commission.

RESOLUTION NO. 2020-50

A RESOLUTION OF THE BOROUGH OF FOLSOM, COUNTY OF ATLANTIC, STATE OF NEW JERSEY, AUTHORIZING THE TAX COLLECTOR TO PREPARE AND MAIL ESTIMATED TAX BILLS IN ACCORDANCE WITH P.L. 1994, c.72
WHEREAS,  the Director of the Division of Local Government Services is recommending local units issues estimated tax bills for the 2020 third quarter tax installment due to the disruption caused by the corona virus pandemic; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of Folsom is desirous of mailing estimated tax bills to ensure government and educational operations continue without disruption; and,

WHEREAS, the Borough of Folsom Tax Collector, in consultation with the Chief Financial Officer and Municipal Clerk has computed an estimated tax levy in accordance with N.J.S.A. 54:4-66.3, and all have signed a certification summarizing the tax levies for the previous year and the tax rates and estimated tax levies for the 2020 calendar year; and,

WHEREAS, the computation for levies ranging from 95% to 105% have been provided to the Governing Body for their consideration.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Governing Body of the Borough of Folsom, County of Atlantic, New Jersey as follows:

1. The Tax Collector is hereby authorized and directed to prepare and issue estimated tax bills for the Borough of Folsom for the third installment of 2020 taxes.  The Tax Collector shall proceed and take such actions as are permitted and required by P.L. 1994, c.72 (N.J.S.A. 54:4-66.2 and 54.4-66.3).

2. The estimated calendar year tax levy for 2020 is hereby calculated at $3,635,198.31 (103.00%),  The maximum amount that the City will utilize in the preparation of the 2020 estimated tax bills is less than 105% of the 2020 calendar year levy, as required by law.

3. In accordance with New Jersey Statutes, the third installment of 2020 taxes shall not be subject to interest until the later of August 10th, or the twenty-fifth calendar day after the date the estimated tax bills were mailed.  The estimated tax bills shall contain a notice specifying the date on which interest may begin to accrue.

ENGINEER’S REPORT: 
CDBG/ACIA 2020 Funding Application:

The ACIA has their annual kick-off meeting next week for the CDBG funding projects for 2020.  The Borough should begin the process of selecting an eligible project for the 2020 funding cycle.  Applications for 2020 funding are due this Friday, April 17th.  A resolution authorizing the Borough to participate in the funding program will be required for the submission and this resolution is on the agenda be adopted at tonight's meeting.  

Examples of eligible projects include automated door openers (possibly for the court room doors), handicap accessible bleachers for the baseball fields, any type of project that "removes architectural barriers" - or provides handicap accessibility.  

NJDOT FY2019 Municipal Aid Project:

The paving on Backline Road was completed last week, and this week, the Contractor will be back to complete driveways as needed and to repair the existing trench on 14th Street.  The striping and necessary shoulder restoration will be completed soon as well.  

NJDOT FY2021 Municipal Aid Project:

The NJDOT sent out the annual solicitation letter to the municipalities yesterday for the upcoming FY2021 Municipal Aid and Bikeway grants which are due on July 1st with grants being awarded in November.  At the next meeting, we will need to adopt a resolution authorizing the submission of the applications, and we will have some suggestions for which roadways need improvement.  The application for the Bikeway grant could be the same as last year's application, the extension of the bikeway from the end of the proposed bikeway to Borough Hall, with the modifications to it as discussed at previous meetings.
