RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE EXEUCTION OF A SHARED SERVICE AGREEMENT BY AND BETWEEN THE BOROUGH OF FOLSOM AND THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF FIRE DISTRICT NUMBER 5 IN THE TOWNSHIP OF BUENA VISTA FOR THE PROVISION OF FIRE SERVICES

WHEREAS, the Borough of Folsom wishes to ensure the safety and welfare of its residents by providing fire suppression services and other emergency related services which is professional, comprehensive and affordable to its residents; and

WHEREAS, the Collings Lakes Volunteer Fire Department provides fire suppression services and other emergency related services to the residents of Collings Lakes in the Township of Buena Vista under contract with the Board of Commissioners of Fire District Number 5 in the Township of Buena Vista; and

WHEREAS, the Collings Lakes Volunteer Fire Department is close by, qualified and able to provide such services to the Borough of Folsom; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Commissioners of Fire District Number 5 in the Township of Buena Vista is willing to have the Collings Lakes Volunteer Fire Department provide such services to the Borough of Folsom; and 

WHEREAS, the Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act, N.J.S.A. 40A:65-1 et seq. permits to local governmental units to enter into a contract for any service which any party to the Agreement is empowered to render within its jurisdiction; and

WHEREAS, the Borough of Folsom and the Board of Commissioners of Fire District Number 5 in the Township of Buena Vista agree that their mutual public purposes and best interests will be promoted by the execution and delivery of this Shared Service Agreement pursuant to the powers authorized by the Uniform Shared Services and Consolidation Act; and 

WHEREAS, this Resolution is necessary to permit and authorize the Mayor and Acting Clerk of the Borough of Folsom to execute this Shared Service Agreement on behalf of the Borough of Folsom;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Council of the Borough of Folsom, County of Atlantic and State of New Jersey that the Mayor and Acting Clerk of the Borough of Folsom are hereby authorized to execute the Shared Service Agreement with the Board of Commissioners of Fire District Number 5 in the Township of Buena Vista, County of Atlantic, State of New Jersey for the provision of fire suppression and related emergency services.

The Borough has entered into a Shared Services Agreement for fire services with the Collings Lake Fire Co. The Mayor stated that this was a very difficult decision for him and Council to move forward with a new fire company. Due to these economic times and with the legislation that is coming out of Trenton pushing us to perform under a 2% cap and shared services that the Governor would like to see all Municipalities start to enter into has made it  impossible to keep certain services, contracts and vendors that we would like to continue with. But with this passing of this Resolution in our estimation it provides the Borough with the best financial situation and also provides us with excellent fire services for our residents which is a job that the Mayor stated he takes most seriously. The Mayor thanked all the Folsom Firefighters again for all their many years of dedication and wished them well.
COUNCIL MEMBER’S REPORTS:
Councilman Ron Esposito wanted to remind residents that the curbside leaf pickup has been discontinued and will start up in April again. Councilman Esposito wanted the residents to know that you can bag your leaves and place for trash pickup. Councilman Esposito wished Joe Pino that best after his surgery.
